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The mosque is located in the
northern side of the Old Sanaa and
called back to Alam al-Addin Ward
Sar, or Alam al-Addin al-Sha'bi,
and he who took over Sanaa, in
the seventh century, he has re-
building of the mosque in about
the eleventh century.
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The mosque is located in old-Sanaa, in the
eastern side of the famous market (al-Halagah)
, attributed to the faithful Ali bin Abi Taleb,
(may Allah be pleased with him) and dates back
its building to the eighth year AH.

Abdel-Rahman al-Thaiba'a has told ( Delight
of Eyes in the News of Blessed Yemen,
Historically) that the faithful Ali bin Abi Taleb, (
peace be upon him), when he entered Sanaa,
it is said that, to have built a mosque in the
place of Umm Saeed al-Bezregiyya, where he
has been descended therein. And Um Saeed
is the first one who embraced Islam of the

people of Sana'a.
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The mosque is located in Old
Sana'a near the cattle market was
built by Sheikh Da'ocod bin al-
Makeen Yahya bin Shams al-Deen,
in the first half of the tenth century.
al-Haj Abdul Karim bin Mutahhar,
one of Sanaa traders residing
next to the mosque, has built the
minaret, in the beginning of the
fourteenth century.
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The mosque is located in Bir al-Azab,
at the side of al-Bunia Quarter Bab
(al-Balaga), and the building is old
and renewed its construction by
Imam al- Mansur Billah Ali Bin al-
Mahdi Abbas who died in the Year
1224 AH.

And the shed on the edifice was
built by Immam al-Mutawakkil Ala-
Allah on Muhammad ibn Yahya bin
al- Mansour Ali bin al-Mahdi Abbas
who died in the year 1266 AH.
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The mosque is located near the salt Tisk i

market, west of al-Madhab Mosque
, built in the last of the tenth century,
and attributed to al- Sheikh al-Fadhel
Mohammad bin Mohammed bin
Ahmed bin Janah al-Dhamdi al-
Qa'dri, who died in the year 991 AH,
buried near the mosque.
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AL-WASHALI MOSQUE
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The mosque is located in southern old
Sana'a. and it is originally known as
Al-Ajdam Mosque, it is an old building
dating back its establishment, to the
cousin of al-lmam al-Mansour Billah
Mohammed bin Ali al-Washali, who
died in the year 910 AH. And was
renewed it by al-lmam al-Mutawakkil
ala Allah Sharaf Addin Yehya bin
Shams Addin bin al-lmam al-Mahdi,
in the first half of the tenth century.
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Al-Hagri said, that Al-Bash Mosque o ;;:ﬁ,mﬁi‘:’“’m
is near the Haimi mosque and is

a small mosque, built by Minister
Mohammad Basha, in the first of
the eleventh century, and is the one
who built the great vicinity of the
mosque and are well known as Bir
al-Basha and its water fresher water
in Sana'a absolutely.
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The Mosque is located in Bir Al- Azab,
West of Handhel Mosque, from
the northern side, and was built by
Judge Ali Bin Hassan al-Akwa'a, at
the end of the twelveth century, and
he who built al-Haragan mosque
as well, and provided al- Tawashi
Mosque. Asthe minaret of al-Qadhi
mosque was built in the year 1305
AH, with care of Mustafa Afendi,
Imam of Attobagiyya.
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The mosque is located in the southern
side of the water's route (Al-Sayla) to
the quarter of al-Flaihi, and it is said that,
who built the mosque is al-Hu Bin
Salama, and was a loyal to Bani

Kings of Zabid, at last the fourth century,
and then the building was renewed by
Imam Ahmad Bin Al Hussein, who died
in 656 AH and attributed to him.

The minaret was built in 1355 AH, with
care Syed Ali bin Mohammed al-Muta'a
and participated himal-Mutawakkil ala-
Allah Yahya Bin al-lmmam al-Mansoor.
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The mosque is located in the
Directorate of al-Manar, Mawar Bani
Salamah village, and al-manar has been
mentioned in many historical sources
, akHamdani also mentioned it ( The
Characteristic of Arabian Peninsula),
as well as Judge Mohammed al-Hagri
(Yemen and its tribes), according to
local novels of the residents people,
said that the constructor of this mosque
is Daoud bin Suleiman bin Najah Al-
ru'aini) and was buried under the
supplement of the mosque dome.

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The mosque is located in the city
of Giblah, built by Fagih Ahmad
bin Ahmed bin Ali bin Abdullah
al-Buraihi Al-suksuki  al-Kindi,
deceased in 658 AH/1171 AD. The
mosque is characterized by its lofty
minaret in the sky of th beautiful
city of Giblah.
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The mosque is located in the city of
Giblah, established by the apostolic
Princess , Al-Ddar
Al-Nagmi, sister of the King Omar
Mansour bin Ali bin Rasoul in the
first half of the seventh century AH,
the thirteenth AD.
In 781 AH/1380 AD, Goher Saleem,
renovated the mosque, and it is
mentioned in a written engraved in
the place of Prayer.
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The mosque which said to be made of
mud, was built by Sheikh Mohamed
Ahmed Abdullah Isa Al-Muhajer, also
know as (Bin Jadeed), 300 years ago. He
emigrated from Madinah to Iraqg, then
to Hadramout and settled in the Tarim.,
There, he received knowledge from
the scholars of the city, after that, he
left Tarim for Abyan Governorate, and
settled in a village called (Mahal) where
he died in the outskirts of Zugubar.
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It is considered to be one of the
oldest mosque in Al-Hotah, Lahj.
This mosque was built by the Scholar
Ahmed Hasan AL-Musawa in 1100
AH. It is located in the middle of the
market of Musawa quarter. Some
renovations and repairs were carried
out in earlier times to improve the

state of the mosque.

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This  mosque is located in a
place called AL--Hotah in Lahj
Governorate. This famous mosque
was built by AL-Sayed, Omar Bin
Abdullah Bin Hussein al-Musawi
in 1084 AH. Sultan Fadhl Abdul-
Kareem, who died in 1946 AD
after the Turks left Lahj in 1348
AH, expanded and renovated the
mosque to more spacious, beautiful,
and coordinated deed:s.
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EXTERNAL VIEW OF THE MOSQUE TUENNINAR The mosque and the School of
al-Mansooriyya is located in the
directorate of Guban, which is
one of the directorates Al- Dale'a
Governorate. and located on the
south side of the City of (Rada'a) and
a distance of about (50 Kilo mtr.).
The school of al-Mansuriyya was
built by King Al-Mansour Ibn Abdul
Wahab in the period of the reign of
Al-Tahiriyya state.
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EXTERNAL VIEW OF THE MOSQUE -
Al-Gohar mosque was named after
Al-Sheikh Al-Saleh (Abu Albaha'a
Gohar) whose tomb is located near
the mosque, and is written upon,
that he died on Wednesday of the
month of Rajab, the year 626 AH.
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Al-Hashimi mosque is regarded
as one of the most important
mosques located in Asheikh
Othman , Aden Governorate. It is
also one of the most visited sites in
the city. It is attributed to the holy
man (Hashim Bahr).
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Sheikh AL- Saggaf Bin Omar bin
Zaid bin Ja'afar built this mosque.
His ancestry goes back Hadramout
Governorate, and settled in (Al-
Khamilah) village, 5 Km far from west
Zungubar.
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The mosque which said to be made of
mud, was built by Sheikh Mohamed
Ahmed Abdullah Isa Al-Muhajer, also
know as (Bin Jadeed), 300 years ago. He
emigrated from Madinah to Iraq, then
to Hadramout and settled in the Tarim.
There, he received knowledge from
the scholars of the city, after that, he
left Tarim for Abyan Governorate, and
dettled in a village called (Mahal) where
he died in the outskirts of Zugubar.

Founded by King AL-Mugahed
Arrasouli, in the year 739 AH, which
is one of the beautiful mosques,
dating back to the period of
apostolic state, characterized by
decorative carvings and writings of
Holy Koran that adorn its facade and
interior of the House of Prayer and
the southern portico.
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Built by scholar Mohammed bin
Ahmed bin Abdullah al-Ghusayn,
in the year 941 AH - and the
school entrance is located in the
northern facade of the mosque -
and the outside entrance adorn by
architectural decorations.
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AlFazah Mosque is regarded as one of the
oldest mosques in Yemen, located in the village
of Al-Fazah on the Red Sea coast which larged
to al-Tihaita district, and just 10 kilometers to the
west by the Directorate of Zabid, and historians
mention that al-Fazah was one of historical Zabid
ports , historian - and this mosque is located on
a rocky high hall. Building of Al-Fazah mosque
is attributed to Sheikh AL-Fagih Ahmed al Fazah
-Its construction dates back to the era of the two
States al-Nagahiyya and al-Suleihiyya) in the fifth
and sixth centuries AH - the eleventh and twelfth
centuries AD,

Al-Fazah Mosque is terraced over the coast of Al-
Fazah, where the sea waves to collide with the
small hill, which built over it the western frontage
of the mosque, about four meters above sea-level.
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EXTERNAL VIEW OF THE MOSQUE

Was called Alfakhiriyya school,
attributed to the first builder al-
Tawashi Fakher, in the era of the
apostolic state, and so named by the
name of the school of al-Mansuriyya,
andcalled Al-Wahabiyya, attributed
to whom renewed its building, the
King al-Mansoor Abdul Wahab bin
Daw'ood bin Taher in the year 884 AH.
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AL T The Mosque was called Ablah
Mosque, attributed to al- Sheikh
Ablah, located close to the gate of
al-Nakhl west of Beit al-Wageeh, and
is raised the State of al-Nagahiyyah,
and in the reign of Abdul Malik al-
Rasouli, been renovated its building,
then known as the Mosque by the
name of Ali bin Ahmed Al-mizgagi,
practiced teaching therein.
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It is located in Zabid Valley and
was built by Muad Bin Jabal when
he came to Zabid .It was renewed
by Alhussein Bin salamah. Muad
Bin Jabal was visiting frequently
Zabid and Aljanad .The Mosque
Still maintains its ancient style.
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
